e 1PM-9:30pm (early closing required to allow vehicles to depart from parade route): 1 Street, from Sanford Avenue to French Avenue;
Laurel Avenue, EIm Avenue and Oak Avenue, from 2" Street to Fulton Avenue; Fulton Avenue, from French Avenue to Park Avenue; and
Commercial Street, from French Avenue to Elm Avenue, as well as other adjacent roads as needed.
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
